In the material world, thought has brought to

light with great rapidity many useful wonders. With
like activity have thought's swift pinions been
rising towards the realm of the real, to the spiritual
cause of those lower things which give impulse to
inquiry. Belief in a material basis, from which may
be deduced all rationality, is slowly yielding to the
idea of a metaphysical basis, looking away from
matter to Mind as the cause of every effect.

0030 Chapter 10: Science of Being - 270:5

(Rejected theories)

Matter and Mind are opposites. One is contrary to
the other in its very nature and essence; hence both
cannot be real. If one is real, the other must be
unreal. Only by understanding that there is but one
power, - not two powers, matter and Mind, - are
scientific and logical conclusions reached. Few
deny the hypothesis that intelligence, apart from
man and matter, governs the universe; ;and it is
generally admitted that this intelligence is the
eternal Mind or divine Principle, Love.

(Like evolving like)

Intelligence never produces non-intelligence; but
matter is ever non-intelligent and therefore cannot
spring from intelligence. To all that is unlike
unerring and eternal Mind, this Mind saith, "Thou
shalt surely die;" and elsewhere the Scripture says
that dust returns to dust. The non-intelligent
relapses into its own unreality. Matter never
produces mind. The immortal never produces the
mortal. Good cannot result in evil. As God Himself
Is good and is Spirit, goodness and spirituality must
be immortal.

Their opposites, evil and matter, are mortal error,
and error has no creator.
